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The rules have changed! 
Why weôll be more competitive than ever in 2011é 

 
Until recent years the British Supersport Championship has been dominated by 
factory teams with extensive budgets due to the technical regulations of the series. 
The 2010 season saw the organisers implement a ñcontrol tyre ruleò so that 
everyone was forced to use the same make/model of tyres and also a limited 
allocation across the race weekend. 

 

The factory teams also used highly complex and expensive electronics systems on 
their machines (some systems costing circa £25k). These systems are so technical 
that they often require their own technician purely to focus upon maximising their 
effectiveness. These systems produced a number of rider aids which made it 
virtually impossible for non-factory teams to compete against at the highest level.  

 

These rider aids includedé 

Å Traction Control 

Å Launch Control 

Å Anti-Wheelie 

Å Adjustable engine mapping 

 

For 2011 the organisers are combining the control tyre rule with a new ñcontrol 
ECU ruleò. This means that every team, regardless of their factory connections or 
budget will be forced to run an identical ECU (engine control unit) on their 
machines. This will provide a more equal specification of machine across the 
championship and disperses with all of the rider aids mentioned above. 

 

In 2011 it really will be all about the rider! 
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Costs 
British Championship motorcycle racing is an expensive sport. Sponsorship 

funding is the lifeblood of the M&B Motorsport team. With sufficient investment and 

support for both the team, we can work together to reach our goals.

Each championship 
race is broadcast live on the Sky and Freeview television networks via British 
Eurosport and terrestrial coverage is supplied in the form of a deferred screening 
on the ITV channels shortly following the race weekend. For 2011-2015, the 
television rights deal with British Eurosport has been extended to include 
international screening of a minimum of 112 hours per season, which gives M&B 
Motorsport sponsors the potential for coverage in over 61 countries and an 
audience in excess of 44 million households worldwide.
